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In January 2000, the Yokogawa Group set out its corporate strategy under the title

“VISION-21 & ACTION-21,” defining its top priority as: “The Group aims to contribute

toward not only preservation of the global environment in the 21st century and the

recycling of resources in society, but also toward achieving a thriving global society.”  This

statement reflects the firm commitment of the Group to environmental management.

As an enterprise in a sustainable society, the Group has been practicing:

• Reduction of waste by efficiently using energy and resources and through recycling,

with innovative ideas at every worksite; and

• “Green” design, selection of “green” parts and materials, and “green” purchasing,

starting at the initial design phase.

Furthermore, we encourage others to implement the environmental solutions that we

have developed through our environmental protection activities, in order to expand efforts

to protect the global environment.

In fiscal year 2000, our Headquarters achieved “zero refuse for landfill,” which is the first

step towards achieving a sustainable society, and the entire Group will work to reach the

same goal.  Next, we will tackle “zero refuse for incineration,” with the ultimate goal being

to eliminate emissions entirely.
